SPECIAL EXHIBIT AT SMHS - Victorian Splendor
atop South Mountain: The Gathland Estate

During the months of April, May, and June, South Mountain
Heritage Society will present a special exhibit, looking at the
spectacular and fantastical architecture of George Alfred
Townsend's Gathland Estate. Between 1884 and 1896, Gath
constructed his estate, comprised of a main house, den and
library, barn, carriage house, a toll house, two guest houses, a
lodge, a mausoleum, and of course his most famous creation,
the War Correspondence Memorial Arch. This exhibit will
examine Gath's architectural trends used in his various
structures, and is based primarily upon a set of images
accessioned by the museum last year from Bill van Gilder. We
invite everyone to come and catch a glimpse of the Victorian
splendor once found atop South Mountain above
Burkittsville. — Jody Brumage

Civil War Remembrance Service

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On March 23, Antietam Camp #3, Sons of Union Veterans of the
Civil War sponsored a Civil War Medal of Honor Remembrance
Service. The poignant event was held at Saint Paul's Evangelical
Lutheran Church.

Ty This service honored two remarkable soldiers who were part of
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the Battle of South Mountain and received medals for their
courage at Crampton's Gap on September 14, 1862.

1st Lieutenant George W. Hooker "Rode alone, in advance of his
regiment, into the enemy's lines, and before his own men came up
received the surrender of the majority of a Confederate regiment,
together with the colors and 116 men."

Private James Allen “Single-handed and slightly-wounded he
accosted a squad of 14 Confederate soldiers bearing the colors of
the 16th Georgia Infantry (C.S.A.).” By a clever ruse, “he secured
their surrender and kept them at bay when the regimental
commander discovered him and rode away for assistance."

The Gettysburg Blues served as an honor guard at the wreath-
laying ceremony across from the War Correspondent's Monument
at Gathland State Park (pictured here.) The ceremony was
attended by Julianna Albowicz, Aid to Senator Barbara Mikulski,
Robin Summerfield, Aid to Senator Ben Cardin and Melissa Joseph
Aid to Congressman Chris Van Hollen in addition to other local
dignitaries.
